Chris Thomas gave a presentation on the Climate
Change Strategy. The key points that were raised
were:
Global vulnerable communities should be
considered as well as those in Coventry.
More disadvantaged areas have less chance of
becoming "green" because "green" is more
expensive.
Residents concreting their front gardens are
putting pressure on the drains.
More green areas need to be created.
There is a potential conflict in that letting grass
grow long to support biodiversity could cause
more field fires? If the grass is not cut on a
regular basis the public will need to be
educated as to why this is happening to
prevent complaints.
Lack of cycling lanes around school areas.
Noise pollution was not mentioned in the
strategy.

The draft Strategy will be considered by the
Council's Cabinet this afternoon and the Coventry
Partnership Board after which 3 months of public
consultation will follow.
